Pursue a potential love interest, move on to begin her own life and career,

or stay home and keep close to her sick sister.The Good:I think one of the biggest things that sticks

out with this book is its ease of readability. ItÃ¢Â€Â™s just that kind of book that you can pick up at

any time and dive right into. ItÃ¢Â€Â™s not overly emotional despite the fact that the main

characterÃ¢Â€Â™s sister has cancer; which I liked Ã¢Â€Â“ the not so emotional angle, not the

cancer! IÃ¢Â€Â™m typically not a fan of all the mushy / sappy / unbearably sad stuff that comes

with books that focus on cancer. It ends up getting too heavy and takes me too long to recover

afterwards.

It fit the situation quite well.The same can be said for the

guys. I get how one second theyÃ¢Â€Â™re all happy and go-lucky, and the next theyÃ¢Â€Â™re

fighting with one another. They are teenagers for crying out loud! They wanted to have fun, but they

also wanted their independence, and the ability to make their own choices. So call them goofy, call

them emotional, but donÃ¢Â€Â™t call them unrealistic; a bit shallow maybe, but IÃ¢Â€Â™m sure

their personalities will grow with the series.The Bad:As far as negatives go, I really donÃ¢Â€Â™t

have too much to say. In fact, a lot of it would be very nit-picky. Things like character depth and

personality traits that I didnÃ¢Â€Â™t particularly care for are some of the smaller issues.For me,

even though part of the plot felt way to unrealistic, it was still enjoyable. If you allow yourself to

believe something like this would happen, then it becomes fun, exciting, and adventurous.
