A disturbing account of the troubled Ireland of the 1920’s through to more recent times; the story
begins at the end of the ’civil war’ when factions fought over the Treaty with England brokered by
Michael Collins. The Priesthood in Ireland essentially ruled the land and in places priests were both

corrupt and cruel. Such is this tale of a beautiful young woman’s abuse and betrayal, and eventual



committal to a psychiatric hospital for nearly all her adult life. It is a well written, tragic story; gripping
but not for the faint hearted.Ireland in those days was a hard place to live, especially for

non-Catholics in rural Co. Sligo.The ending is intriguing.
