Louise Erdrich is the author of fifteen novels as well as volumes of poetry, childrenâ€™s books,

short stories, and a memoir of early motherhood. Her novel The Round House won the National

Book Award for Fiction. The Plague of Doves won the Anisfield-Wolf Book Award and was a finalist

for the Pulitzer Prize, and her debut novel, Love Medicine, was the winner of the National Book

Critics Circle Award. Erdrich has received the Library of Congress Prize in American Fiction, the

prestigious PEN/Saul Bellow Award for Achievement in American Fiction, and the Dayton Literary

Peace Prize. She lives in Minnesota with her daughters and is the owner of Birchbark Books, a

small independent bookstore.

This little book is one in a National Geographic series. Erdrich recounts a trip she took with her

18-month old daughter (born when she was in her late 40s) through the Ojibwe country of northern

Minnesota and the lakes of Ontario. It's more meditation than travelogue. It is also a peaceful book,

unlike her fiction which tends to take me on an emotional roller coaster. It's a quiet picture of Ojibwe

terrain with a detour into a very small part of the book world.
