I loved this book, there wasn't much that I didn't like. I love the theatrical way of speaking and

presenting the story of the kings. It brought visuals that you may not catch when you read the Bible

on your own discernment. I think sometimes I got confused when it would go from the tale of the

kings to the angels speaking of the tale. I didn't always catch the transition.I would recommend this

book to anyone of leadership or rising to leadership. I find it very very important to always view the

heart of yourself and of others before making a move. And always surrendering your will to God, no

matter if the result is in your perception of what is favorable to you. I think reading those book will

help prevent much conflict within the church. Humility and prayer should be always evident before

making decisions.
