Weatherford seeks to remedy this glaring omission by providing a fascinating romp

through the feminine side of the infamous Khan clan. Surprisingly, old Genghis himself seems to

have been impressed enough by the leadership abilities of his womenfolk to want to reward some of

them with pieces of his vast empire. At least four of his daughters became queens of their own

countries, exercising power over their courts, their armies, and, of course, their families. Important

linchpins in the Mongol Empire, these women supplied the balance of power necessary to appease

fractious tribes and territories. Unfortunately, soon after Genghis Khanâ€™s death, the female rulers

were challenged by their male relatives, and the fragile bonds that held the Mongol Empire together

quickly disintegrated.
